2. One man shared after a Sunday morning sermon in July that he had 
a grandmother who used to pray often for the salvation of her children and 
her grandchildren. He eventually came to true faith in Jesus Christ later in life 
after his grandmother was already in heaven. He connected, for the first 

time, that God was faithful to answer his grandmother’s prayer for his 

salvation even after she was gone from earth. Sometimes we don’t get to see 
God answer our prayers, but we can be sure when we pray that God is 
faithful. Keep praying for your children and your grandchildren and keep 
trusting in the faithfulness of God. The song writer said, "Bring words of 
praise and offerings of thanksgiving. Lift up holy hands in honor of our King. 
For the Lord, He is good and His love endures".  
  
3. One thinking man, who has many questions about faith in Jesus 

Christ, said one Sunday after the message, “I just wanted to say thank you. 

For the first time I think I finally understand idolatry.” He has never quite 
understood idolatry beyond worship of a physical object. Idolatry is 
worshiping and serving anything besides God. It could be self or pleasure or 
power or sex or gluttony or complacency or anger. This man is one step 
closer to genuine faith in Jesus Christ. 
  
4. One young adult in our church who is healing from trauma texted 

me saying, “Today I went on a walk by myself without my phone. I decided to 
stop and listen for God and I realized that I was completely alone, and it was 
silent, but I felt safe, and secure, and comfortable. This is a new thing for 

me.” God is healing this young adult from years of being overwhelmed with 
loneliness because God is near to the brokenhearted (Psalm 34:18). She is 
learning to find safety and security and peace in Jesus Christ. 



5. Looking back over his life, Don says, “I was raised in a church and 

always felt convictions in my transgressions, but I wasn’t walking with the 
Lord nor considering Him my Savior. In my late twenties, I began my true 

walk with Him, evidenced by a lifestyle change, losing all my ‘friends’ who 

didn’t take kindly to Bibles as birthday gifts nor my unwillingness to 
participate in secular behaviors. Through the following years I got married 
and when I was 37, I was baptized by immersion for a second time - this time 
to affirm my commitment in a way that actually meant something as a 
genuine believer. 
 

6. "I was raised in the Catholic church but never understood what was 
being taught to me" shares Tracy. "That led to me going through life not 
knowing God and I did have thoughts of where will I go when I die; it 
bothered me. My brother and mom played a big part in sharing the Bible 
with me and of course I fought it. I had noticed that everything around me 
was crumbling and I was just not happy in my life. After several months I 
attended a different church with the family and enjoyed it. Our church had 
an altar call and I went forward to receive Christ. That moment changed my 
life. I was so excited about my salvation and the Lord that I went to work and 
shared the news with everyone. I did lose all my friends at work and they no 
longer wanted to be with me. It was very hard but worth it. At church I 
joined the bus ministry and was baptized (immersed). I became very involved 
in the pro-life movement and feeding the homeless in downtown Phoenix 
once a month. I am so blessed to have been chosen by God.” 
 

7. One African American man shared that he has 
been recently been tempted to chase after the 
organization Black Lives Matter and protest violently out 
of anger because of his hurt and pain from mistreatment 
growing up as an African American in America. He shared one sermon helped 
him refocus on Jesus and remember Jesus is the answer, not violence and 
not any organization that promotes violence. "I am alive because I'm alive in 
Jesus. And it's all because of Jesus I'm alive. It's all because the blood of Jesus 
Christ," said the song writer.   
 

8. Last week a middle-aged man said, "Pray for me. I'm asking 
everyone to pray for me. I am getting close to getting my dream job.” Okay, 
Yes, I will pray. Two days later he said, "I just signed my employment papers 
and got my dream job. Wow! How cool is this." How often do you ask people 
to pray for you? Do it every day. You need all the prayers you can get. I told 
this man, "You are a blessed man. Don't take it for granted. Protect your 



blessings with humility because God approved it before you received it. 
Every good gift comes from God.  Every day sing, "Amazing grace. The earth 
shall soon dissolve like snow. The sun forbear to shine. But God, who called 
me here below. Will be forever mine, will be forever mine. You are forever 
mine."- 
 

9. Young PHD David, single and mid 30's, found our church this past 
Spring online through Goggle. David visited a few other churches before 
settling in at FBC-T. I asked David why do you keep coming back to FBC-T. 
David said, "Because people actually talk to me when I come. Plus, I like the 
sermons. At the other churches no one talked to me."  I welcomed David to 
our church and talked about quality assessment of microchips. Food for 
thought: Please never be afraid on Sundays to say “Hi” to new faces and 
introduce yourself. You just might be talking to David who recently earned a 
PHD in Nuclear Engineering. Love one another. Honor one another.  
 

10. A friend said, "I went to Taco Bell and sat down to 
eat. To my left an elderly couple. To my right a young family 
with an angry, loud and abusive dad (or step-dad or friend) 
toward his 3-year-old girl who asked politely several times to 
go to the bathroom but each time he rebuked her harshly. Next, he grabbed 
her by her face, yelled, "Shut-up," and forced her down on the chair. Food 
came and the family began to eat but the bully man did not allow the 3-year-
old to eat anything. He just yelled more and louder at her. At this point I 
stood up and told the father to stop yelling and let the girl eat. The man 
stood up. A tense face-off occurred. Another person called the police. The 
employees at the counter were watching. The police soon came, listened to 
all the eye witnesses and arrested the man for child abuse and neglect.  
Please never be a bully. Show respect. Protect each other. Stand up in a wise 
way for the weak and innocent. Always have witnesses.  
 

11. “Pray for me, I am excited to serve the Lord,” he said. "I have 
always felt that the Lord was setting me aside for something because He 
would never let me stray far from Him and at the same time gave me such a 
thirst for His knowledge that I feel ready to share it with others. I see the 
world around me and its tremendous lack of spiritual leaders. I love the fact 
that the Lord gave us everything we needed to not just seek after His truth, 
but understand not only its implications on our faith but at its core the basic 
fundamentals of interaction between our physical world and that of the 
spiritual." Let's pray for God to use this man who seeks to follow God.  

 



12. One honest, humble, repentant woman shared after a sermon that 
talked about abortion that the message was very difficult to hear. She 

has had an abortion and knows she is forgiven by God, but the pain and 
the trauma still make hearing the truth about the sinfulness of abortion 
very difficult, even many years later. She said “Thank you for the truth, 
the truth must be preached, no matter how difficult.” Praise God for this 

woman’s commitment to the Bible as truth. Praise God for her strength 
to be honest and her humility to share her story. Praise God for her 
salvation. Remember the words, " The Lord has promised good to me. 
His word my hope secures. He will my shield and portion be as long as 
life endures. My chains are gone, I've been set free. My God, my Savior 
has ransomed me." 

 
13. Ted said, “I have a patient who is experiencing 

homelessness. He has cancer and is having 
chemotherapy. His wife died of COVID back in November. 
Because his wife was the only income source he lost all 
income. I am asking if the church can help with $143.28 for his 
medication for this month.” Our church loves people. Our church gave 
$150.00 to assist this family. Praise God. Thank you for your donations to 
FBC-T to make this happen. Celebrate with the words, "And on that day 
when my strength is failing. The end draws near and my time has come, 
still my soul will sing Your praise unending. Ten thousand years and then 
forevermore. Forevermore.  

 

14. After attending our church for a couple years plus receiving Jesus as his 

Savior in our church this man said, “I have lived in six different states as 
an adult. In each state I used alcohol and drugs and in each state I have 
been arrested and convicted with felonies and was imprisoned. No more 
drugs. No more alcohol. No more breaking the law. No more jail time. 
Jesus has changed my life.” Run to Jesus. Walk away from alcohol and 
drugs. If you are a man, join one of our small men's groups at church. Or 
if a woman, join a women's group. Follow Jesus for the only right change. 
Smile as you read these words, "My chains are gone, I've been set free. 
My God, my Savior has ransomed me. And like a flood His mercy reigns.
