3. He intercedes for God’s people in accordance with 
the will of God (Romans 8:26–27). 

 

4. He convicts the world of sin: Reveals the reality of 
sin, righteousness and judgment (John 16:8).     

 

5. He glorifies and testifies of Christ: Reveals Christ's 
glory and testifies about Him (John 15:26; 16:14).    

 

6. He bears witness with our spirit: Confirms that we 
are children of God (Romans 8:16).    

 

7. He pours out God's love: Fills our hearts with love 
(Romans 5:5).   

 

8. He guides into all truth: Leads believers into 
understanding God's truth (John 16:13). 

 

9. He regenerates: Gives new spiritual life to believers 
(John 3:5-8; Titus 3:5).     

 

10. He sanctifies: Sets believers apart for God's purposes 
and helps them grow in holiness (2 Thessalonians 
2:13; 1 Peter 1:2; Romans 5:16).      



11. He empowers for ministry: Provides strength and 
ability for service (Luke 4:14; 24:49; Romans 15:19;
